Location 
CSPC is located one mile from I-75 in Crescent Springs, Kentucky.  We are 
conveniently located 6 miles from downtown Cincinnati, Ohio and 10 minutes from the 
Greater Cincinnati / Northern Kentucky airport.  Crescent Springs is a mixed 
commercial / residential community with many dining and retail options.  Our 
congregation draws its membership from Crescent Springs and surrounding suburban 
communities such as Villa Hills, Lakeside Park, Hebron, Florence, and Taylor Mill.

Worship / Education 
CSPC offers two Sunday morning worship services – 8:30am and 11:00am.  The 8:30am service combines a contemporary praise 
band musical accompaniment with a relatively traditional liturgy, while the 11:00am is a traditional service with organ, piano, and 
choir musical accompaniment.  Church school is offered at 9:40 am for all ages, with primary curricula consisting of an adult Bible 
101 class and classes for varying age groups which follow the FaithWeaver curriculum.  

Church Mission 
Crescent Springs Presbyterian Church is a family of believers who are called by the 
Holy Spirit to: 

·  give ourselves in worship and service 
·  share the Good News of salvation 
·  teach and nurture, and 
·  invite all God's children to experience and share the love of Christ. 

Although our community is primarily middle class to affluent, we are aware of our neighbors 
who have needs.  Our mission to them is carried out through participation in the Interfaith 
Hospitality Network, a local cold shelter, food bank, school resource center, and our 
discretionary mission budget that provides emergency funds for food, rent, and utilities.  We 
also seek to serve those with spiritual needs by publicizing our services and fellowship 
events and encouraging our members to invite others to CSPC.

History 
Crescent Springs Presbyterian Church officially organized in July 1898.  Before that time, CSPC was a small one-room schoolhouse 
in which interdenominational Sunday school services were held.  From our humble beginnings, we have continued to grow over the 
years and now have more than 200 active members.  As our congregation has grown, our facilities have grown as well from the 
original 1899 sanctuary (still in use as a gathering room) to our major building program in 1996 which included a new sanctuary and 
fellowship space below.  Long a member of the Mid-Kentucky Presbytery, in 2006 we transitioned to the geographically closer 
Presbytery of Cincinnati. 

Key Issues 
·  Our long-time pastor of 28 years resigned in November to accept the call of another area congregation.  We are in the process 

of seeking an interim pastor. 
·  The attendance at our traditional 11:00 service has been declining over the last couple of years, and the Session has been 

seeking ways to reverse this trend, evaluating options such as style of music, number of services to offer, etc. 
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
